We’re going to be into the first quadro at nearly 200knots (370 kph) and the G in the first one will start above 10, reducing as the speed bleeds off around the 270 but staying above 7.5 all the way. That’s an ‘attention getter’ for sure!

 There are 4 vertical turn rounds which are always crucial. The race can be won or lost with just one of them. The gate to watch?… keep an eye on gate 5/12. To gain time, you need a very acute angle here so I’d say that’s where most of the pylon popping action will be this week. Having a few before Qualification will be fine ... it helps to find the limit... but none thereafter please! Remember too that being on an exposed coast, the wind could play havoc, but I’m looking forward to the challenge’
An important week for Team Breitling who would like to put a stop to this season’s arduous trend. Nigel freely admits ‘Distractions have been an affliction which seems to have come my way too frequently this season; and in the track it’s easy to start thinking too far ahead. A penalty totally wipes out all the expense, time and effort that go into modifications to make the aircraft go faster. If a modification existed that would gain 2 seconds, it would be worth an absolute fortune so, what a waste it is to squander all that priceless time, with a careless penalty’
Last time Team Breitling steps out with Nigel ‘Hux’ Huxtable.
’It’ll also be a week for us to enjoy working with ‘Hux’. He’s been an incredible asset to the team for the last three seasons. We’ve shared the highs and lows and what better way for him to enjoy his last race as Team Technician than for me to deliver a long overdue high’
